Investing in Universal Health Care

Across the nation, federal and state governments are considering the potential of comprehensive health care reform legislation to dramatically revamp their health care systems. The dilemma facing government officials is how to address the growing number of uninsured Americans, out of control health care costs, the increase of returning military service members with physical disabilities and mental health issues, and employer’s cutting back health care benefits. This panel will explore various methods in which states can invest in universal health care. In addition, the panel will discuss how the health care system will need to prepare for returning US service members. 
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
